LAiguillon were studied from their point of collect offshore, but also
from their departure point inland. Process diagrams for each were
assembled from start to “end’, as it stands currently. Subsequent
research into their architectural potential led to the design of new
diagrams that redirect their cycles towards the greatest possible
reuse.

The ethos of the project is to build from and within a
conscious sourcing circle in order to reconnect habitat with its built
heritage, its local trade, and above all its territory.
